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National Energy Conservation Day - Report 

On December 14, 2022, the physics department hosted National Energy Conservation Day in 

the virtual classroom. The aim of the day is to inform students and the general public about 

the importance of energy efficiency, holistic development, and energy conservation in the 

wider effort to mitigate climate change. Energy conservation refers to lowering the amount of 

energy used or produced. The main goal of energy conservation is to use as little fuel and 

energy resources as possible in order to conserve resources for the future. In accordance with 

the provisions of the Energy Conservation Act of 2001, the Government of India established 

the Bureau of Energy Efficiency (BEE) on March 1, 2002. The BEE is a constitutional body 

that reports to the Indian Government and aids in the formulation of policies and plans to cut 

back on energy consumption. Today is also observed as World Energy Conservation Day. It 

emphasises raising awareness of climate change and global warming among the public and 

encouraging initiatives to conserve energy.  

The vice principal of the college, Sri Ch. Madhu Babu, introduced the programme and 

spoke about the significance of the day and the amount of energy used by various electrical 

appliances. Sri S. Srinivas, a senior faculty member, discussed the value of energy usage in 

modern society. The department's head and professor of physics, Dr. V. Raja, spoke about 

the various energy sources found in nature, how they can be divided into renewable and non-

renewable sources, and how to use less energy in our daily lives. Additionally, he said that a 

nation's development is based on how well its energy resources are used.
