Prohibition of Child Marriage

Child marriage, according to the Indian
law, is a marriage where either the
woman is below age 18 or the man is
below age 21. Most child marriages
involve underage women, many of
whom are in poor socio-economic
conditions & lack of awareness.
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"Super GST 2.0" refers to the significant Goods and Services Tax (GST) reforms
implemented in India, effective from September 22, 2025, which primarily
rationalized the tax structure into a simplified system and reduced rates on many
goods and services to ease the financial burden on citizens. The reforms are also
part of a wider "Super GST, Super Savings" public awareness campaign,
particularly in the state of Andhra Pradesh.
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Simplified Tax Slabs: The previous four primary slabs (5%, 12%, 18%, and
28%) were rationalized primarily into two main rates: a 5% merit rate for
essential items and a 18% standard rate for most goods and services. A
higher 40% demerit rate was introduced for select luxury and sin goods (e.g.,
tobacco, high-end cars, aerated drinks).



Outcome / Impact:

1. Students gained clear insights into GST 2.0 and its economic implications.

2. The programme enhanced awareness of tax reforms and fiscal responsibility.

3. Participants understood how reduced slab rates benefit middle-class families and
improve their purchasing power.

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Awareness Campaign
